SOME SUPERINTENDENTS OF THE POCR AND
SOME OF THE KEEPERS OF THE POOR HOUSE

Board of Supervisors allotted $100 for support of the poor.
Three Superintendents of the Poor appointed.
Superintendents of the Poor — Otis Norman, Thomas McCarty, William Smith

by Board. Drs. Lee and Koch were paid $14 and S5 for attending the poor.

Samuel Shattuck, A.H. Mershon, M.C.T. Plessner were appointed as Superintendents of
the County Poor. Mr. Mershon never accepted. Mr. Shattuck accepted at first but soon
after resigned. G.W. Bullock and A.S. Gaylord were appointed to fill the vacancies.
Gaylord resigned when he was elected as a Supervisor of Saginaw City.

Under contract, John B. Hughes was the keeper at the Poor Farm. He had full use of the
farm and received two dollars a week for every pauper. Under contracts, Drs. Mitchell
of Saginaw City and Newton of Lower Saginaw gave medical attention to the residents.
Their salaries were $96 and $25 respectively. Contracts did not work out and were not
renewed,

The vacancy was filled by Jay Smith who was appointed and accepted.

Also, the contract of Hughes was not renewed and the Board paid him for work he had
done.

The Board advertised for someone to run the farm for the County and selected john
Lent. He was to work the farm using his horses and tools, take care of the poor sent
there, maintain the house and farm. He was to receive $340 a year with the supplies
and provisions for his family, paupers and cows being furnished by the Superintendents
of the Poor. Average number of paupers at the home was 6.

Board wants to sell the poor farm and buy land to make another. John Lent made the
only offer to buy the farm for $1800 and board the paupers for a salary with the Board
furnishing bedding and clothing for the paupers. Jacob Vogt offered to sell a parcel of
land in Saginaw County to the Superintendents of the Poor.

M.C.T. Plessner, P.C. Andre and H.L. Miller appointed Superintendents of Poor but
Miller declined and W.L. Webber, Esq. was appointed.

M.C.T. Plessner, George W. Bullock, Jay Smith Superintendents of the Poor

M.C.T. Plessner, Thomas Jackson, L.H. Eastman appointed Superintendents of the Poor.
Mr. & Mrs. John Monahan, Poor House keepers at $475 a year; Dr. Crouse — semi-
weekly visits to Home.

Poor House keeper was Moses Harris.

Poor house keeper Harvey Miller, dismissed. Mr. & Mrs. Gustav Harris hired.

Mr. & Mrs. Isaac Gregory received $525 a year as Poor house keepers.

Mr. & Mrs. George Brannock received $500 a year as keepers of the poor; resigned
because of health issues; Mr. & Mrs. L.M. Bennett hired at $50 a month.

Mr. & Mrs. William Graham received S50 a month as keepers of the poor and their
contract was renewed in 1885. He resigned in 1887 because of his wife having health
issues.

Mr. & Mrs. Frank McGregor were keepers of the poor.

Frank McMann (for 3 years), John Creen, Thomas L. Jackson, Superintendents of the
Poor

Keeper of the poor was Alex Anderson.

Mr. & Mrs. James Curtis received $500 a year to keep the poor.

Frank McMann, T.L. Jackson, Thomas Hynan, Superintendents of Poor.

County Poor House burned to the ground caused by a defective chimney. Paupers were
then sent to St. Mary’s Hospital.

Frank W. Hollister was selected as the architect for the new building.

New Poor House is opened.

Mr. & Mrs. Michael Messenger were keepers of the poor. Contract was renewed in
1893 for 2 years at $68 a month. Michael Messenger and Mrs. Anna Ash; Resigned
position in 1896 because of health. Dr. S.E. Campbell, County physician received $38 a
month.

General election to be held for the issuing of bonds to build an addition to the County
Poor House. Fred Hollister to be architect. (Completed in 1910)

William A. Brown, Charles Kirchner, Fred C.W. Beuthin, Superintendents of the County
Poor. Asks the Board of Supervisors for permission to purchase up to 80 acres (Hackett
Farm) around the County Poor Farm.

William A. Brown, Andrew Leuenberger, Superintendents of the Poor.

Charges of poor management of Poor Farm.

Mr. & Mrs. Patrick Moore, keepers of the poor. Resigned in 1922.

Archibald Brown, George L. Curtis, Frank Herrig were Superintendents of the Poor.
Frank Herrig, Cassius M. Stewart, John Gerber, Superintendents of the Poor.

Mr. & Mrs. Henry Radde, from July 14, 1922 to November 3, 122. Removed.
